Cancellation Policy: All fees are non-refundable. (Special cir-
cumstances may be requested in writing)  If payment 
is not received by the total fee due date, reser-
vations will be reduced or cancelled based on 
payments received to date.  Reservations 
made after the total fee due date requires full 
payment at time of reservation.
